Sacraments are more than a Church-designed ceremony performed in order to feel religious; sacraments, when received in faith, are real meetings with Jesus Christ.  In these encounters, Jesus does the same thing with us as he did with people 2000 years ago;  he blesses us with water and oil, feeds us, supports us, promises that he is with us always and calls us to live out God’s great love in the world.

We are not baptized and confirmed for ourselves.  We are baptized and confirmed so that we may live as confirmed Christians.  For a few minutes think about how confirmed Christians live, (write a few thoughts down).

“Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.”  We are sent from Mass with a job to do.  God sends us into the world to be apostles.  Jesus had many different apostles.  After confirmation Archbishop Goulet sent us into the world to do the work of the apostles by loving and serving the Lord. What does it mean to “love and serve the Lord”?

This work is so important that the Sunday Eucharist is often called the “sending out.”  Except we don’t use the English words, we use a word that comes from Latin, “mass.”  When we call this coming to church “the Mass” we are saying it is the gathering from which God sends our Christian family to do Christ’s work in the world.  The celebrant, usually a priest, says, “Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.”  We answer, “Thanks be to God.”  Our answer helps us remember St. Paul’s words about living as Christians:  
Rejoice in the Lord always;

again I say, Rejoice.

The Lord is near.

Do not worry about anything,

but in everything by prayer with thanksgiving

let your needs be made known to God.

And the peace that is so deep we can never understand it

will guard your heart and your minds in Christ Jesus. (Philippinans 4:4-7)
