Experiential learning activities have come about due to the desire for NET Ministries to involve youth in
learning techniques that are not restricted to simply listening to talks. Therefore we are currently introducing
various opportunities for participants to relate to the gospel message through activities and insightful discussi
Each ELA will be followed up with discussion in small group as well as large group to give them insight as

to how the activity relates to their lives as young Christians. Our hope is that these ELA's will encourage and
challenge them in their search for Christ.

*Men’'s/Women'’s Session
During this time, the men and women will be separated into their appropriate gender groups. They wil
discuss topics related to their Identity in Christ as men and women as well as hear testimonies from
teammates on these topics. Separating the men and women during this time gives the participants an
portunity for a different level of comfort and vulnerability, allowing them to share more deeply and ask
more questions that they might not want to in front of the opposite gender.

last name, age, grade and school/parish. This information will be used to facilitate small groups only
and will not be used for anything else. All information is kept ciential and is disposed of appropri-
ately at the end of the E-Day.

GROUPSIZE

We ¢ nd our most effective ministry to be the one-on-one interaction between a NET team member and
participant. To help facilitate the opportunity to offer better small group interactions, we suggest sched-
uling E-Days with approximately 60-80 youth.

If you anticipate the size of your group to be less than 20, you may want to consider joining an E-Day
group from a neighboring parish. If the number of youth in your group is more than 150, we recom-

mend:
. Scheduling two separate Encounter Days, sending only half the group to each E-Day.
. Separating the different grade levels into their own E-Day group.
. Scheduling only one or two grades each year as opposed to combining several grades
together.
. Note there is &ee of 103 per person over 150 participants
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ENCOUNTER DAY LENGTH AND TIME BOUNDARIES

We recommend that an E-Day beleast four hoursin length.We have found that the longer an En-
counter Day, the mordfective in nurturing and encouraging faith it becomes. The starting and ending

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CANCELLATION POLICY

Please be aware of our new policies regarding Encounter Day cancellations as follows.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

In the event that severe weather threatens a scheduled E-Day, please contact the team. If you and one of th
team leaders together determine that the E-Day must be canceled, please notify the Scheduling Coordinator
at NET Ministries immediately. It may be possible to reschedule the E-Day through your Diocesan Contact
Person.

CANCELLATIONS

We here at NET Ministries understand that it sometimes becomes necessary for a parish or school to cancel
E-Day they have scheduled. If you Ind you need to cancel an E-Day you have scheduled with the team, we
ask that you notify the Scheduling Coordinator no lesstiharweeksprior to the scheduled E-Day date. The
Scheduling Coordinator will work with your DCP to see if there are any parishes or schools in your diocese
waiting to have an E-Day. Our hope is to have the day rescheduled for the team.

For reasons other than inclement weather, any parish or school canceling an E-Day less than two weeks bef
the scheduled E-Day date will be required to p&aacellation Fee of $275.Q0NET Ministries will bill the

parish or school directly for that amount. The housing and meal obligations originally assigned by the DCP w
remain the responsibility of the canceling parish.

Any questions regarding this cancellation policy should be directed to the Scheduling Coordinator at NET

HOUSING GUIDELINES

No team member should ever stay alone! Each team member is required to stay “two by two” according
to gender.

Once the DCPRa communicated the scheduled length of the teatay in your parish, thenH responsibility for
securing accommodations for the team rests with Weuwould greatly appreciate your creativity in scheduling
these accommodations so as to minimize the amount of travel time between E-Day site and the host homes.

You will be provided with a listing of the team memb@&@nes and ages grouped by gender. Please arrange for
host families so that a minimuaof two team members of the same gender can be housed together at all times.

The team members travel with their own sleeping bags and pillows so they cadldbe with where they sleep
for the night. They may stay in rectories, convents, retreat centers, or gyms, but the host home environn
provides additional ministry opportunities for the team.
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For the times when the team will be housed in a rectory, convent, retreat cestdiool gym, please make sure
that the team has been made aware of the following:

doors, windows, and locks to be secured.
lights to be on/off.

meal arrangements and kitchen expectations.
shower and bathroom availability.

any room access limitations.

For the times when the team will be placed in host families, please adhere to these guidelines:

Y please try to nd host homes that are relatively close to each other and to the E-Day site so as to minimi
the amount of travel time between places.

Y place a minimunof two team members with each host fanflg. one team member should ever be
housed alone!

Y please have the host families go over any details such as doors to be locked, location of light switches,
time of meals, etc. that are applicable to the host home.

SPECIAL NEEDS OVERVIEW

It is the intent of NET Ministries to act responsibly with information a young person openly reveals to a team
member, which the team member recognizes as harmful or potentially harmful. This responsibility includes
informing appropriate paidarish/school personnel from the hosting parish/school and any local authority as
necessary and appropriate. NET team members are not social work professionals, but missionaries. Theref
it is not appropriate (and in fact may be harmful) for a team member to attempt to “counsel” a young person i
a dangerous or potentially dangerous situation. The goal of the NET team member is to help the young pers
identify where help is available to them locallyis NET Ministries of Canada’s policy is to report any and

all allegations of child abuse to the appriate authorities. The requirements and pocedures in Ontario

are dictated for the most part by theChild & Family Services Act.lt is also out policy to report all special

needs situations to the Encounter Day contact person / parish Priest, since none of our volunteers are
trained professionals. (Denition of a special need; “When a young person openly discusses with a team
member that there are circumstances in his or her life that are harmful or potentially harmful to self or
others”.)

TRAINING

NET team members are trained to respond to situations where a participant is in a harmful or potentia
harmful situation by clarifying the information the participant has shared and then taking appropriate
action.



CONFIDENTIALITY

Tean members respect conedentiality by handling the information in a responsible mannedoTriwy
promise to keep a participant’s identity anonymous if they are in a potentially dangerous situation. At
the earliest opportunity after identifying a situation as potentially dangerous, the goal of the team mem
ber is to get the participant connected to a resource that can help him/her. The team member will try
having the participant talk to the contact person identieed by the parish for that E-Day. Some example
of special needs situations are allegations of physical abuse, sexual abuse, suicide, or cutting. In any
these very serious circumstances all team member are instructed to speak directly to the contact pers
(teacher/Chaplin/priest) as well contacting any authorities as needed in accordance to the “Child and
Family Services Act Section 7”. The NET teams are only in an area for a short period of time; therefore
the goal is to get the participant connected to an appropriate referral that can follow up with the partici-
pant.

VOL UNTEER CONTACT PERSON

If a situation is identieed as potentially dangerous and the contact person is not a paid employee of the
parish or school or is not familiar with appropriate procedures to follow, the team member will seek the
involvement of the parish priest. If the participant refuses to speak to the contact person or parish prie
the team member may then identify with the participant another appropriate referral such as school
counselor, teacher, or parent. If either the Encounter Day Contact person or the parish priest is avail-
able, the NET team member is then directed to contact a team supervisor at the NET Minisgies ofe
consult on a plan of appropriate action, which may include contacting local authorities or parents.

PAID CONTACT PERSON

If the contact person is a paid employee of the parish or school, our hope is that they will be familiar
with diocesan policies regarding the appropriate handling of these situations. The appropriate handlin
may include calling the police, notifying child protection agencies, or informing the parents.
