In his blog of November 12, Brother Alex reminded us that: “In March 2021, the 
Canadian government expanded the euthanasia law by passing Bill C-7. One of the 
expansions in the law permitted euthanasia for a mental illness alone. The 
government approved euthanasia for mental illness alone with a two-year 
moratorium to provide time to prepare for the change. 
The government delayed the implementation of euthanasia for mental illness alone 
twice and in 2024 the government delayed its implementation until March 17, 2027.”
